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DUNE BUGGY RULES

The following are for your safety & will ensure that you will have a great desert experience: 

1. Please wear your helmets, goggles & use the seat belt at all times when driving the buggies.
2. Follow the convoy & ‘do not choose your own track’. (Trying to find you in the desert is like looking for a needle in a haystack!!)
3. Avoid bushes as they damage the tires & other buggy parts. (To replace a tire will reduce your buggy time by at least 1/2 hour).
4. Do not overtake the buggy in front, unless it has stopped.
5. Do not disturb any camels you may see on the way.
6. Drive with care & leave enough space (approx 20 mts gap) between the buggies.
7. Always adhere to the instructions provided by the Dune-buggy coordinator

	Desert Rangers reserve the right to discontinue the safari if the above rules are not followed & if we feel your safety & that of others is compromised.



The cost of any damage caused to the buggy due to negligence will be the responsibility of the driver. (Not including any mechanical breakdown). A Dhs 500/- deposit / Credit card is required by Desert rangers at commencement of the Tour to safe guard any damage to the Dune Buggies. This will be returned immediately at the end of the Safari.

Indemnity:
I agree to abide by the rules of ‘Desert Rangers’. I agree that I will undertake dune buggy or any other activities at my own risk & that ‘Desert Rangers’ & its employees shall not be held responsible for any loss or injury I may sustain or cause. I am not suffering from any physical complaint or ailment, which may jeopardize my safety or well being while taking part in such activities. I agree that I will be responsible for any damage to the dune buggy caused due to myself not following the above rules.
